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OUR SCHOOL


School  no.7 is located in the “ Lunca Barzavei, neighborhood in Resita.The school was built in 1964 and it was the first school in the neighborhood. Nowadays there are two Secondary Schools: a Confessional School, an Economic School,  an Art School, another 4 Primary Schools, a Secondary School for Children with Special Needs, a Child Investment Centre.


In the school yard there are other two buildings: the gym and the workshop. The school is two floors building. There are 19 classrooms and 4 laboratories. Next to the school there is a sportground. Here, students can play football, basketball, handball and play athletics. There is a sport association  “Alfa”. 

Human resource: 39 teachers are teaching here: 14 teachers for the forms from 1 to 4 and 23 teachers for the forms from 5 to 8. In this school year 673 pupils learn here: 311 pupils in the forms from 1 to 4 and 362  pupils in the forms from 5 to 8.


Pupils from 1 to 4 forms learn from 8 to 12 o’clock (45 min. a class and 15 min. a break) and pupils from 4 to 8 forms learn from 12 to 19 o’clock (50 min. a class and 10 min. a break, except the15 o’clock break which last 20 min.)


Because of the well teaching training, many pupils obtained very good results in school competitions and they are the first in Secondary Schools. There are, also, artistic and optional activities and optional classes (especially English and Computer classes), so that our students become better and better. There are also educational activities like watching films and artistic performances, going on trips, holidays camps, participating in competitions, debates etc.

In our school there are a stage acting team, a folk dances group, a society dance group, chorus groups etc. Our school is involved in educational projects in partnership with other establishments and N.G.O.’s from our town. We invite specialists and experts in traffic issues, personal and dwelling hygiene, child’s rights and duties etc to talk to our pupils.


Our students send greeting cards made by themselves to their parents, pen friends from abroad. They are making draws and pictures, write poems and essays and act in performances for the church, their parents and other members of our community.


Some of our pupils are members of local sport organizations like football, boxing, karate, athle-thics and swimming centres.


A permanent activity is writing articles for form reviews (Young Pens, Wings, Twinkles) or school reviews (WOW for 1 to 4 forms and “Buds” for 5 to 8 forms).


After 1990, our school started a brotherhood relationship with a school from France, College Saint-Sauveur from Rocheserviere, Comenius project, in partnerships of 5 european schhols : „An open window to the life of european children” (2001-2004) and „ European Big Books of Folk Fairy Tales and Legends” in partnerships of Szkola Podstawowa w Wieloglowach Im. Gen.Josefa Gizy-Poland and 2 SOU „akademik Emilian Stanev” Sofia, Bulgary(2006-2009).
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
